    massage parlors, escort services, brothels, internet)

• Factories (industrial, garment, meat-packing)

• Farms, landscaping, or construction

• Peddling rings, begging rings, or magazine crews

• Private homes (housekeepers, nannies, or servile marriages)

• Restaurants, bars, and other service industries (nail or hair salons)

Victims are forced to provide labor or commercial sex, and can be:

• U.S. citizens or foreign nationals

• Men, women, or children
